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1. INTRODUCTION (Times New Roman 12, capital letters, bold, justified)
This part of the text should clearly present the purpose of the research and the main objectives of the paper. It should also present the main research motivation and outline the key research questions, if applicable. The text should be aligned on both sides (justified), Times New Roman 12, 1.2-line spacing. 


Each new paragraph should begin with an indentation. Do not use line spacing for new paragraphs. 

2. SHORT THEORETICAL BACKGROUND
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 This part of the text should also present the main research hypotheses, if applicable. 
3. DATA AND METHODOLOGY

This part of the text should describe the data and the employed methodology, if applicable. The text should be justified. 
4. KEY FINDINGS

The abstract should be between 500 and 1.000 words long, excluding references. The text should be justified. 
5. RESEARCH CONTRIBUTION

This part of the text should present the main theoretical contribution of your research, discuss the most important policy implications and/or provide appropriate managerial recommendations, where applicable. 


The text should be justified. 

6. REFERENCES

The abstract should also include a list of employed references in the abstract text. References should be listed according to the 6th APA style guide available at http://www.apastyle.org/.
